OME Bible course (BBE3—R)

The Bible course currently in use at OMF Japanese Language Center consists of 8 units
covering the basic doctrines of the Bible —The Bible, The true God, Man, Redemption,
The Cross, The Resurrection, The Second Coming and the Holy Spirit. Each unit is
divided into 2 or 3 parts (AB or ABC) and is followed by a test. Each section opens with
a list of new vocabulary (1) followed by listening comprehension questions (2) to
answer from your listening to the Bible course tape. Next comes reading and reading
comprehension questions (3) followed by grammar practice (4). (5) is oral practice
through answering questions on the tape. (6) is vocabulary practice. By (7) you should
be able to summarize the content of the material presented in the unit in your own
words with help from key words to aid memory. Finally (8) in each section is new kanji
and readings. You will benefit most when you do preparation of exercises at home
especially listening often to the tape but everything can be done in class too. (Note that
Unit 8 on the Holy Spirit simply consists of a text, vocabulary list and kanji. It has no
exercises.)

Bible course kanji

Please be aware that the course assumes some knowledge of Kanji as it is part of the
total curriculum at OMF Japanese Language Center. OMF students have studied 600
kanji in a basic kanji course before entering the intermediate level where they continue
with one of the intermediate texts mentioned below.

Lack of knowledge of Kanji need not hamper you, however, if you have a language
teacher or helper or you can yourself add furigana to the text.
