Dear Serve Asia Applicant,

We are excited about your interest in serving in East Asia with the Serve Asia program.   Wherever you go and whatever you do, it is our desire to invest in you throughout this journey. Application Checklist:

1. Complete the Application Form: This will help us to get to know you and find the best place for you to serve and grow. Your application will be read by OMF staff who will be part of your Serve Asia experience. We hope filling out this form will be a valuable exercise as you think through your beliefs, interests, and experiences.

      3.   References & Church Endorsement: 

   a.   References: Please have a Pastor/Mentor, Employer, and Friend complete your reference forms. 

   b.   Church Endorsement: As you prepare to serve overseas, it is biblically important to build a support team and to be sent out by your local church. These are the people who will pray for you, support you financially, hear about your time in Asia, and help you integrate your experiences into your life upon returning home. Please have a pastor from your church sign and send this form to us. (This may be the same person who writes your Pastor/Mentor reference if he/she is on staff at your church).

4. Medicals: Medical clearance must be given by our Medical Advisor in order to be formally accepted into Serve Asia.
a. Serve Asia Medical Questionnaires

b. Immunization Record

c. Further medicals may be pending if necessary

5. Application Fee: Please send in a $100 cheque per applicant made payable to OMF Canada, with “SA Application Fee – (your name)” in the memo line. This must be mailed to us when you submit your application.

       6.   Photograph: Please e-mail or send us a picture of yourself. This will be put into a directory of Serve Asia workers.

Once these items are submitted, the Serve Asia Committee will review your files and grant you formal approval into our Serve Asia Program.  Preparations for field work will proceed from there. We will at this point send you resources to assist you in your preparations before, during, and after your time in the field.  

Thank you for your diligence in working through these details. We hope that you prayerfully consider the Serve Asia program. I urge you to continue to be diligent in the Word and prayer as you discern God’s will and to have others join and support you in prayer as well. May the Lord bless you and guide you as He reveals Himself to you throughout this process.

The Fine Print

Doctrinal Statement of OMF International

1. We believe in one God, eternally existing in three persons: Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

2. We believe the Bible to be fully and uniquely inspired by the Holy Spirit and that it is the only authoritative and infallible Word of God.

3. We believe in the deity of our Lord Jesus Christ, His virgin birth, sinless life, miracles, inerrant teaching, substitutionary death and atonement, bodily resurrection and ascension to the right hand of the Father.

4. We believe that man, created in the image of God, was tempted by Satan and fell, and because of his consequent depraved state, requires regeneration by the Holy Spirit for salvation.

5. We believe that salvation consists in the remission of sins, the imputation of Christ’s righteousness and the gift of eternal life, received by faith alone, apart from works.

6. We believe in the ministry of the Holy Spirit by whose indwelling the Christian is sanctified and empowered to live a godly life.

7. We believe that the true Church, the Body of Christ, is composed of all those who have been regenerated, and that it is the appointed instrument for the fulfillment of Christ’s Great Commission.

8. We believe in the imminent, visible, personal return of Jesus Christ in power and glory.

9. We believe in the resurrection of the body, the eternal life of the saved, and the eternal punishment of the lost.

Charismatic Statement

Regarding the Charismatic Movement

The Fellowship emphasizes that the Holy Spirit plays an essential role in the salvation of each believer (Romans 8:9). We believe He continues sanctifying and enabling us until we are conformed to the image of Christ (Romans 8:29). We also recognize that God may visit believers in a crisis experience or experiences after conversion that results in a clear advance in spiritual life.

We also believe that our oneness in the body of Christ demands that we do all we can to maintain our unity (Ephesians 4:3). Therefore, it is inappropriate to so press and emphasize any one interpretation of Scripture that it causes strife and division among believers.

Members of the Fellowship come from a variety of backgrounds and Christian traditions but are united in the common task of the Great Commission. We believe that working together to obey that Great Commission and the basic truths that unite us are more important than the beliefs on which we differ. Yet, individually, we are responsible to be true to our home churches (whom we represent) and the distinctive emphases they perceive as loyalty to the Word of God.

OMF’s Doctrinal Bounds
1. The Fellowship, as a whole, does not endorse any teaching that requires a two-stage experience in the Christian life as normative. While personnel are free to hold a particular view, no one is to press his/her view as mandatory for others.

2. Under the sovereign grace of God, spiritual gifts are given to all believers. We do not link any post-generation blessings to any particular spiritual gift or gifts. Therefore, personnel of the Fellowship may not propagate a teaching that links or limits the giving of any gift or gifts to a particular spiritual experience subsequent to regeneration.

3. In the New Testament times, while the gift of tongues was one of the gifts of the Spirit, neither it nor speaking in tongues was an indispensable evidence of the baptism of the Spirit. The gift of tongues was given by the Spirit to specific individuals (I Corinthians 12:29-30).

While we recognize that personnel differ theologically concerning current manifestations, we affirm our basic unity in our desire to seek God, to know His blessings and to enjoy the power of His Spirit in preaching the Gospel (Acts 1:8). We also affirm our unity in the Body of Christ and on our desire to enjoy and practice those gifts of the Spirit on which we are all agreed.

Serve Asia Workers must respect the feelings and convictions of fellow workers and church members when teaching and practicing spiritual gifts. No one is to press his/her own view in such a way that would cause or threaten division.

Only candidates whose belief and practice are in harmony with the above statement will be accepted into the Serve Asia program.
